necessities and groceries 
 
Singapore, 13 May 2022 – Grocery shopping may come across as a simple and common 
household chore for many. However, some families may find it harder than others to 
accomplish this necessary task due to financial struggles. Furthermore, this reality has been 
made harsher with the high inflation cost and the rising cost of living in Singapore.

In 2018, South East CDC and 
global developer, Prologis, had come together sharing a common goal, to enable needy 
households in the South East district the chance to shop without worry of any hefty bill. The 
intent is to shower care upon the families with provision and options for their immediate 
needs.

Today, staff volunteers from Prologis and youth volunteers from South East CDC were paired 
up with 24 families for a shopping trip to FairPrice supermarket at Block 212 Bedok North 
Street 1. Each family was given a budget of $100 to spend on any item or grocery they would 
like to have. The aim was to provide the families with an ease of mind to have a carefree 
shopping trip. Many families went home with their hands filled with bags of groceries and 
their hearts filled with warmth and happiness. 
 
Mr Fahmi Aliman, Mayor of South East district, had joined the residents and volunteers in 
the shopping activity. He shared, “As we face the harsh realities of the rising cost of living, it 
is important that we stay strong together and support one another. I am heartened that South 
East CDC has linked up our partner, Prologis, and Social Service Office@Bedok to support 
these families in their purchase of daily necessities and groceries. Seeing the smiles on 
everyone’s faces today, be it volunteers or beneficiaries, reminds the importance and 
significance of such meaningful partnerships.
